 Did not meet the streamlining and process 
improvement requirement for FY 2018 PBB. 
 

▪ The PCIEERD declared three (3) services in 
its submitted Modified Form A and A1: 

1. Support for Research and 
Development Program 

2. Support for Capability Development 
Program 

3. Support for Technology Transfer and 
Commercialization (Focus is from 
completed R&D project to Technology 
Assessment) 
 

▪ The PCIEERD maintained the number of 
steps, turnaround time, and signatures for all 
of its declared services. 
 

▪ The PCIEERD does not collect fees from its 
clients for all services provided.  
 

▪ The PCIEERD attempted to reduce the 
number of requirements for  the Support for 
Research and Development Program by 
requesting proponents for capsule proposals 
instead of full-blown proposals. However, the 
PCIERRD reverted to the old requirement as it 
affected the quality of the service. 
 

▪ The PCIEERD reported a generic 
Citizen/Client Satisfaction Survey report for all 
its services. The agency explained its clients 
gave The PCIEERD a “Very Satisfactory” 
rating.  The PCIEERD explained that the 
agency has developed a new survey form that 
collects data for all the services provided.  
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▪ The PCIEERD is also encouraged to 
periodically update its Citizen’s Charter to 
reflect necessary revisions and changes in the 
process. This will help maintain and improve 
the agency’s services and effectively perform 
its mandates.

 The DBM BMB-E noted that the delay in submitting 
BAR No. 1 was attributed  to glitches in the Unified 
Reporting System (URS) and is considered 
uncontrollable to the agency.  
 

 However, the  DBM BMB-E considered the other 
contributory factors such as delayed submission due 
to reconciliation with the actual amount of Accounts 
Payable and the availability of signatories after the 
preparation are controllable to the agency, based on 
the DBM BMB-E report dated 1/24/2020. 
 

14. Budget Utilization Rate (BUR)  Met the 100% target for Disbursements BUR under 
GASS as per DBM BMB-E report dated 1/24/2020. 

  

 Did not meet the 100% target for Obligations BUR 
under GASS. Actual accomplishment was 99.98%. 

 
▪ It was able to achieve a 99.98% rate of 

accomplishment taking into consideration the 
operational and efficiency savings for the year. 
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 The DBM BMB-E considered the justifications 
provided by  the PCIEERD for not meeting its 
Obligations BUR target to be due to uncontrollable 
factors based on the DBM BMB-E report dated 
1/24/2020.
